It was delightful to see so many at July’s PPP, which happened to coincide with the
10" anniversary of my being made vicar at Trinity; thank you for the lovely card
and gifts and it would be fantastic to see so many each month at our time of
prayer! It has been a positive ten years, and the support of Jane, Sarah and Kate
has been invaluable, and | believe that they are owed a debt of thanks for their
precious presence, as well as the areas of service they have taken on.

Traditionally August is a quieter month in the church diary. Most Fellowship
Groups will stop during the summer, but we are having our regular Cluster
meetings on Wednesday evenings through this month. We will be looking at the
subject ‘When life gets tough — being a Christian in today’s economic climate’.

People like myself, who enjoy cricket, are into the current Ashes series. I'm sure
there are many ways in which a game of cricket resembles some of the wider
issues of life. Certainly we are seeing two teams doing battle, and we are in a
battle spiritually and in a ‘team’. But in cricket, generally it is the best team that
wins, yet we need to be reminded that we are already on the winning team and
have been given the victory in our daily battle through Christ who strengthens us,
but we do need to take hold of that victory and walk in it daily. Unfortunately in
cricket there is often quite a bit of ‘sledging’ (fielders saying negative things to, or in
the hearing of, the batsmen to put them off); in life similarly, there are folk who
sometimes say things that make us feel bad about ourselves — we need to make
sure we don’t get distracted by such things, by knowing our identity in Christ and
keeping our eyes on Him.

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The bowler is always trying to deceive the batsmen and get past their defences,
but we have the armour of God at our disposal in our battle and, if we keep that on,
the enemy can’t get through and bring us down. For the batsman, in part they
need to stay out there as long as possible to build the innings, but they also need
to take a few risks in order to get the runs, so we also need that balance in life of
remaining standing firm, but also taking risks as we step out for God. How are we
pacing ourselves for our innings of life? Hopefully we are building a long innings,
getting our eye in, standing firm, but also stepping out.

You may be disappointed in my cricket abilities when | tell you that | have never
made a century in all my cricketing years. But before God, | do want the innings of
my life to be like getting a century (‘a hundred fold’ to use Jesus’ words in the
parable of the sower). When our ‘innings’ of life comes to a close, how will we be
able to look back on it on the Great Day of the Lord’s return? Following on from
the parable of the sower and very much now mixing my metaphors, will we be
bowled out early after a couple of good shots because we didn’t get settled in and
get our eye in, or will we get so distracted that we get bogged down and make
hardly any runs, or will we see an innings where we have stood firm and, at the
right points, taken risks and seen fruit from them?

‘Bat well’. Keep your eyes on Jesus. Step out in faith with Him, keeping in step
with the Spirit. And may yours be a memorable innings! God bless!!

DREAMING OF A NEW HALL?

In last month’s “Update”, George threw down the gauntlet, and challenged us —
you and me, on whether we were serious about a new hall to replace the old,
knocked about apology for a hall that we still use. The Galpin Hall has seriously
reached the end of its useful life. It served its day and served it well. It is not a
“thing of beauty and a joy forever”. It sends out a message to the community and
to the world for whom Christ died, that the fifth rate will do for God’s work in the
21 century, but we seem to have so little to offer.

There are abundant examples in the Bible about how God takes the little that is
offered in faith and multiplies it a hundredfold. Who is this hall for anyway?
Certainly not for ourselves — we have a big building, inviting and comfortable now,
which will take all our events.

No — this hall that God wants us to build (I believe) is for the benefit of Aldershot,
for the “not-yet Christians” and for the seeking and the hungry, the curious, the
bored and the restless, who need somewhere to relax and talk (apart from the
pub).

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It will be a welcoming place, with refreshments, food and drink for both the body
and the soul. | see it having two stories with maybe a resident verger (and wife?).

How to achieve this dream? With giving and with meticulous attention to detail.
Two examples of God providing for men’s needs, are Elijah and the widow's jar of
oil and jug of flour (1 Kings 17:14-16), together with Elisha and the widow’s oil (2
Kings 4:1-7). And then Jesus multiplied the five loaves and two small fish in the
feeding of the 5000.

What we give willingly and sacrificially to God and His work, He multiplies. The
early Christians brought all they could and shared it, so that the work could
continue. They sold things and brought the money!

Can we afford not to build a new hall? We believe in outreach and in blessing the
community we live in. For too long, we have enjoyed our own company and
largely (in the past) ignored the people in our parish. Now we have a large crowd
of different nationalities on our doorstep.

Look at the lovely modern halls and extensions that other churches have (but not
to be envious). Maybe we start with greater handicaps, but that should challenge
us all the more, to look into ways and means to get the work started. We need a
Vision, a Plan and a Strategy, with a good launch that will indicate what the new
hall will look like. Each person on the Electoral Roll could contribute, but in a
continuous way, like turning the few talents we have into double, treble, quadruple
amounts. Read the parable of the talents carefully in Matthew 25:14. It is very
solemn; anyone who does not use the talents given to him will not “share his
Master’s happiness” and will in fact be “thrown outside into the darkness” (Jesus’
words).

Finally, the more dedicated and determined we are to follow the Star, the vision of
this new hall, the more we give and the more we raise, so the more help will be
given to us, because we will have shown that we believe in a God for whom the
impossible can become possible.

We are not called to do this thing on our own. There are others “out there” who
have the good of the community at heart. So let give it a lot of prayerful thought.

What are your role(s) at HT?

I’'m one of the newly elected Church Wardens, so
you are likely to find me on duty at the back of the \
Church at the 11:15 service. R 4

What was your family background?

| was born in Farnborough in the early 60s and spent my early years living in the
Hawley Lane area before moving in the late 60s to Guildford, where my family
originates from. I'm one of three brothers all born almost exactly one year apart.
My parents still live in the same house in Guildford where | spent most of my
formative years.

What’s the first news story you remember hearing?

My first news story or, in my case, music memory would be the Beatles’ Yellow
Submarine being played at Nursery School, then probably the moon landings in
1969. The other memory of note would be the testing of Air-raid sirens, again in
the late 60s and early 70s, on Sunday mornings at around 1100 hrs.

What jobs have you done?

| have worked for the Ministry of Defence for around 23 years, have never spent
more than 3 years in one job, and I'm a member of the CIPD and the MCIM. My
main profession is Human Resource Management, hence the CIPD, but nowadays
| do more generalist management. | have worked in Guildford, Feltham, Central
London, Chertsey and now in Aldershot.

What brought you to Aldershot (and when)?

I met Marion back in the late 1980s at Brookwood Hospital; | was visiting a friend
who was there as part of their nurse training, and Marion happened to be visiting
this person. We did not start going out until 1989 after Marion had visited Israel for
a holiday. To cut things short, it became clear that she was the ONE, so we were
married at Stoke Parish Church in Guildford, where we were both attending. |
suppose the one thing that was very evident to us, was that we could not afford to
buy a property in Guildford. Aldershot housing prices were significantly cheaper,
so we were able to buy a property in Church Lane East, then got caught in the
housing price slump, before being able to buy a property in Gillian Close, then to
our present house in Park Road.

Holy Trinity Church Aldershot — Update August 2009

Was there anything in your background which paved the way for you to
come to Christ?

My family background is non-Christian, | never attended church until | was18.
In many respects, | was brought up to assume that Christianity had no relevance to
how | lived my life.

How did you become a Christian?

As | have already mentioned, | did not set foot in a church until | was 18, apart from
weddings and funerals. At the age of 18, it was never my intention that somehow |
would start attending church, much less find Jesus Christ and never let go.

It all started by my being interested in a girl who attended the youth group at
Chertsey Street Baptist Church in Guildford back in 1983. | started attending the
group, the girl left, but | stayed and made friends, but had not attended the Church
on Sundays.

One Sunday evening | was sitting at home, when | had a overwhelming feeling that
| should go to Church for the first time in my life, so | ran from my home to the
Church in central Guildford; somehow | managed to get to the Church at the start
of the evening service. | was exposed to worship and teaching for the first time in
my life, and found myself having an internal debate why Jesus could not exist, or
the concept of God. The service did not change me, but the overwhelming
welcome and friendship from other young people did leave a mark, more so that |
was asked if | would like to join other young people who were going round the
Pastor’s house after the service to have fellowship. | don’t know why, but | went
and spent the evening arguing with others why God could not exist, or Jesus, with
a closing remark that | would never believe.

The upshot was that for some reason | carried on attending Church on Sunday
evenings and attending the after-church fellowship and that | started to understand
that | needed the forgiveness of Christ, for the way that | had been living my life. |
was invited to a prayer meeting, where | found out, after | had become a Christian,
that the whole church were praying for me that evening.

What brought you to Holy Trinity?

Marion and | started coming to Holy Trinity around 1992 when Emily was born, as
we no longer had the time to carry on travelling back to Guildford to attend church
and it became clear to us that we needed to get involved in a local church. We
were looking for an evangelical Church and so we found ourselves one Sunday
morning attending HT, and what struck us was the warm welcome, particularly
from David and Carol who introduced themselves and others. So from that time
we became Holy Trinity worshippers.



NEWS FROM THE SOURCE YOUTH CAFE

There is encouraging news from The Source about their work with young people in
Aldershot, but also matters for concern (and for prayer!). First the good news:

e  There are now three REAL (Life groups) running and they are changing the
lives of young people, as they study the Word of God

e  More than 40 under-14s have been attending the ‘Ketchup’ group on Monday
afternoons.

e The Anger Management programme is seeing ‘many lives that are being
turned around in ways never thought possible’.

e A group of teenage mothers attend a meal and Bible Study once a week.

Please pray for all this work. Pray also about some current problems:

¢ for more volunteers, so that the café can open on more than one evening per
week

o for more funding to continue the work — a pressing problem in the present
economic situation

o for new tenants for the first floor of the Source building (see below) — the
rental money is needed.

NEWS FROM NEPAL

News Update no 22, written just before Jos returned to England for a month’s
holiday, is in the rack at the back of church. Amongst other things he reports on a
visit to Dang (remote and difficult to get to) and some surrounding villages (even
more remote). In one of these a number of homes had been destroyed by a fire
and the INF team were working with the Red Cross to help the villagers by
replacing some essential household items destroyed by the fire. They were also
supplying food for immediate needs and seed to provide the next harvest.

Some recently arrived INF expatriates have been staying with Nepali families for
language practice and have faced the problem of what to do about food which has
been offered to Hindu idols (showing the continuing relevance of St Paul’s
discussion in 1 Corinthians 8:10).

Jos will be going back to Nepal shortly. Ursula’s health is much improved, but she
will stay longer in England. Please continue to pray for INF, for Jos’ work and for
Ursula’s health. Pray also that this year’'s monsoon rains will be good and provide
both a good harvest and enough hydro-electric power.
